New NC Law against License 

Plate Frames 

RALEIGH - Beginning Tuesday, Dec. 1, 

2009 a new law went into effect that re-

quires the stateõs name across the bottom 

of the plate as well as the year and month 

stickers on a license plate be fully visible. 

They can no longer be partially covered by 

a license frame. 

Vehicle owners can be cited for commit-

ting an infraction and, after Nov. 30, 

2010, fined $100 for the violation.  The 

law was introduced in the 2009 session of 

the General Assembly and was supported 

by law enforcement officials because it 

increases the readability of registration 

information on the plates and helps iden-

tify vehicles registered in North Carolina.
